SPIRITUAL SADHANA — HRIDAYAVAST & ANANDA SAI

Baba says, “Take one step towards Me and I will take a hundred towards you” and thus our
first step has been to work on our inner purification through the HRUDAYAVASI SAI

(Indweller of the Heart) Group Sadhana 30-minute sessions on Monday nights at 8 p.m. We
started this ‘Group Sadhana’ in May 2020 and the support and feedback has been wonderful!

We are then prompted to take the next step and that is through ANANDA SAI (blissful
experience of Swami) Group Sadhana. We take two Precious names at each session and
understand the deeper meaning of these names and then all join in chanting Swami’s
Ashttotharam (108 Precious names of Baba) on Saturday mornings for a 20-minute session
starting at 10 a.m.

LAND & BUILDING ACTIVITIES

Land related activities:

e We extended our partnership with our partner for one more year through Aug 2021 to
accommodate finalization of land development and building activities.

¢ We extended lease to the farmer for another year, to continue with agricultural activities
and thus enabling us to seek property tax exemptions.

¢ We finalized and signed a contract with Civil and Structural engineering consultant.
They will be helping to design the land development.

Tree Planting activities:

To celebrate Swami’s 95t birthday, “Sathya Sai International Organization-USA” has set a goal
to plant at least 95 trees this year in each of our Regions in the USA. As part of Region 10,
Sathya Sai Baba Center of Dallas planted 106 trees during the weekend of Oct 24-25h
coinciding with auspicious Vijaya Dasami and Shirdi Sai mahasamadhi anniversary.

We planted 103 Thuja Green Giant - a privacy tree with dense foliage that grows ground up to
40 — 50 ft tall at maturity for creating protective barrier and peaceful privacy from the railroad
track along the 900 feet south of the land. We also planted 3 peepal trees — courtesy from Bunu
Subedi who got them from Nepal and nurtured them for past 77 years.

We encourage all devotees (specifically, those who planted their trees) to visit the site and offer
your prayers to the trees. We also have three trees for Swami and His parents.

Building related activities:

building team and along with the Architect.
